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We are going to spend the next couple of months learning about South Africa. In this project
you will learn about South Africa’s history but also do some research on what South Africa is
like today. The project will include reading different texts about the country and Nelson
Mandela, reading a book, watching two films, listening to and watching news clips and short
documentaries, talking and discussing in class. It is important that you continuously make
notes of what you learn and discuss so that you can use the information during a test and in
your own productions.

Each student will take part in a Kahoot-test, write texts, take part in discussions and make

an oral presentation at the end of the project.

The Kahoot test will be your chance to show your general knowledge about the country and
how well you understand what you read and listen to. You reading & listening skills will be

assessed according to the grading criteria E-A.

The texts will be your chance to show your writing skills and what you have learnt about
Nelson Mandela, apartheid and that specific time in South Africa’s history. You will write
one book and one film summary, make comparisons and share your thoughts and opinions.
You will follow the guidelines given and your writing skills will be assessed according to the

grading criteria E-A.

You will have a discussion about one of the films, where you will be able to show your oral
interactive skills. In your oral presentation you will have more freedom to choose what to
research and talk about and also how you present it. You will follow the guidelines we have
agreed upon and your oral communication skills will assessed according to the grading

criteria E-A.

Discussion

Nelson Mandela: During the project you will read about Nelson Mandela. We will also
watch the film “Mandela: Long Walk To Freedom”. After the film you will record a
discussion together with one other student. You will answer and discuss some specific
questions about the film, showing your listening, reading and oral skills

Presentation

This part of the project is where you get to choose freely what to learn about and present to
the class. Your topic just needs a connection to South Africa. It could be a famous South
African person (though not Mandela!), music, wildlife, youth culture, nature, school,
healthcare — you name it!

e Your presentation must be between 5 and 10 minutes long

e Use Keynote in your iPad, Power Point on the computer to help make your
presentation interesting. If you have other ideas just discuss it with your teacher before
you start. Use at least 5 slides

e Do not write sentences on your keynote/power point, maximum 5 word per slide

e Practice what you are going to say so many times that you know it by heart. You
should only use keywords when you do your presentation.

e Make a list of the sources you have used to get information and learn from, this should
be the last “picture” in your presentation. It is important that you continuously save the
names of the websites that you use (copy & paste!!!). Also, don’t forget to list the
names of the film and news clips that you have watched.
